* AB Uyesi Ulkelerin ¢ogu uzun zamandan beri Mesleki Yeterlilikler Direktifinde belirlenmis asgari standartlardan daha yiiksek
standartlari kosul olarak getirmis bulunmaktadir. Bu standartlari asaglya cekme dogrultusunda, ekonomik sikisikliklarin yasan-
dig1 zamanlarda ¢6ziim diye uygun gibi goriinebilecek her tiirlii baski; tiiketicinin korunmasini ve giivenin kazanilmasini dikkate
almadigi, mezunlarin ve meslek insanlarinin hareketliligini uluslararasi dlcekte taninmayi engelledigi, AB Uyesi Ulkelerde gecerli
standartlar konusunda yaniltici izlenimlere neden oldugu icin 6zellikle tehlikelidir. Bu tiir uygulamalarin, AB icinde piyasalardaki
gliven lizerinde olumsuz etkileri olabilecektir.

H ACPE’nin Tutumu

* Avrupa’da mimarlik 6grenimi ve egitimi; istenilen bilgi, beceri, yetkinlik ve Ustlenilen mesleki faaliyetler agisindan giiclii bir
6ze sahiptir. Bununla birlikte Uye Ulkelerde diizenlemeler konusundaki farkli yaklasimlar ve mimarlarda aranilan beceri profi-
line getirilecek sinirli varyasyonlar, meslegin ortak bir standarttan ¢ok, ortak benimsenmis asgari bir esik temelinde faaliyetleri
kapsadigi anlamina gelmektedir. ACE, mimarlik egitiminde asgari standardin, dort yillik tam zamanl 6grenimden dort yil tam
zamanli 6grenim ve ek olarak iki yillik meslegi uygulama deneyimine [staja] veya bes yillik tam zamanl 6grenime yiikseltilmesini
olumlu karsilamaktadir. Her ne kadar bu, AB Uyesi Ulkelerin cogunda var olan ve uluslararasi diizeyde gecerli standardin yine
de altinda olsa bile, dogru yonde atilmis bir adim olarak degerlendirilmelidir.

* ACE biitiin mezunlarin, kendilerine bagimsiz olarak meslegi uygulama yetkisi taninmadan dnce meslegi uygulama deneyimi
[staj] asamasindan gegmesini giicli bir sekilde savunmaya devam etmektedir.

* ACFE’s policy is to promote the internationally established standard of 5 years study plus two years

professional practice experience, set out in the UIA/UNESCO Charter for Architectural Education’, as the
minimum standard for architectural education in Europe.

»  Professional Practice Experience is critical to consumer protection and quality in the built environment.
It is the bridge between the achievement of the graduate standard and having the skills and expertise
to apply that knowledge, skill and competence effectively. Professional Practice Experience equips
the architectural graduate with the skills to function effectively in the practice environment dealing with
contracts, regulations, finance, contractors, other professionals, site supervision, consumers and clients.

*  These skills, which can only be delivered in a live practice environment, are essential. While the importance
of Continuing Professional Development (CPD) is increasingly recognised at EU level it cannot replace
mandatory Professional Practice Experience prior to establishment as a professional.

«  The majority of EU Member States have long required standards higher than the Minimum Standard set
out in the Professional Qualifications Directive (the ‘PQD’). Any downward pressure on standards, which
may seem attractive in economically pressured times, is especially dangerous because it undermines
consumer protection and confidence, hindering graduate and professional mobility, recognition on an
international scale and gives a misleading impression of the standards that apply in EU Member States.
This can have a negative impact on confidence in the market for services within the EU.

*  For these reasons, ACE continues to actively promote the international standard (5 years study plus
2 years practical experience) as the explicitly stated minimum standard for architectural education in
Europe.

B ACE policy

Architectural Education and Training in Europe has a strong core in terms of the knowledge, skill and
competence required and the professional activities undertaken. However, different approaches to regulation
in Member States and limited variations in the skills profile required of architects, mean that the profession has
to operate on the basis of a shared minimum threshold rather than a common standard. ACE welcomes the
raising of the minimum standard for architectural training from four years full time study to four years full time
study plus two years of practical professional experience or five years of full-time study. Although this is still
below the standard applying in the majority of EU Member States and internationally, it is considered a step in
the right direction.

ACE continues to advocate strongly for a situation where all graduates are required to undertake practical
professional experience (traineeship) before being regarded as eligible for full recognition as independent
professionals.

ACE is actively engaged in analysing the education, training, and regulatory systems that currently exist within
the EU to ensure that Member Organisations are fully supported in ensuring appropriate standards, systems
and documentation for the smooth introduction of the new provisions of the Professional Qualifications Directive
(cf. ACE/ENACA study on the Modernisation of the Professional Qualifications Directive and impact on the
architectural profession).

Article 46 has stood the test of time well, defining, as it does, the minimum standard of knowledge skill and
competence required of architects in eleven succinct and clear statements. ACE will actively contribute to any
future discussion on the content of the Article 46 competence statements (a-k) and their use in the context of
the Directive.

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B Background

January 2016 was the deadline for full implementation, including transposition into national law, of the
Modernised Professional Qualifications Directive (2005/36/EC per 2013/55/EU). This is the second major
‘regime’ change in less than a decade following the changeover from the 1985 Architects’ Directive to full
implementation of the 2005 Directive in October 2007.

ACE'’s primary focus at this time is on ensuring the appropriate and smooth transposition and implementation
of the Directive to facilitate the mobility of architects and architectural graduates in the context of supporting
consumer protection and promoting quality in the built environment in the EU through the continued promotion
of appropriate standards of education and training for architects.

In addition, ACE is actively promoting the clear exposition of architectural education and practice standards
as they apply in the EU to ensure that highly skilled EU architects have appropriate access to International
markets, and that migrant architects coming to the EU meet the same standards required of EU qualified
professionals.
